The Innovation Center will be the �rst 
building constructed on the new campus.  
It will be a partnership between public and 
private entities to provide much-needed 
space and resources for UNC faculty and 
sta�. Although the 85,000-square-foot 
building will be on campus, it will be 
privately owned and must pay local taxes.

In order to bring economic growth and development to North Carolina, UNC-Chapel Hill aims to build a satellite campus to the 
north of main campus located in both Chapel Hill and Carrboro.  UNC will use much of the space as a research campus.  Carolina 
North will be built in phases, with a plan ranging from within the year to the next 50 years.  During that time at least that time, only 
25% or about 250 acres of land will be used for construction.  Carolina North is highly concerned with being a sustainable campus.
